Recently the City Council 

presented a draft strategy for 

handling surface water 

drainage in both the 

Christchurch urban area and 

the Peninsula. Surface water 

is land drainage accumulating 

from roads, roofs and 

driveways, in addition to 

water running across the 

vegetated land surface. In 

terms of drainage 

infrastructure, the Peninsula 

and Governors Bay in 

particular, are under-endowed in comparison 

with City. My submission to the strategy 

document was to outline the issues that we 

have struggled with in Governors Bay for the 

past 20 years under Banks Peninsula District 

Council‟s (BPDC) diminishing resources. 

These would be representative of most small 

settlement communities on the Peninsula. 

Our seven local streams have 

steep water catchment areas, and 

the rain water run-off is gravity 

assisted. The natural run-off rate 

over vegetated ground is gentle 

compared to water meeting the 

new dissecting roadways, from 

new driveways, and from roofs. A 

new subdivision has about 30% - 

40% of hard surface areas that 

contribute instantly to the surface 

water collected at the street 

channels.  

 

There used to be reasonable erosion 

equilibrium in our stream beds up to 20 years  

ago, before the 1990 water and sewer scheme.

From that date the terms of BPDC water / 

sewer connection required all surface water to 

be separated from the sewer line and presented 

to the roadside for gravity disposal via the 

next available stream bed to the shoreline. 

This directive causes highly significant 

erosion events in storms when 70 -100 mm of 

rain falls over a few days. Five of the seven 

streams suffer acute erosion due to soft beds, - 

in one worst event, cutting down a dangerous 

narrow slot of nearly a metre. The residents 

who owned these stream beds are 

understandably upset and resistant to all new  

subdivision, without a full and sufficient storm 

water / surface water scheme presented for 

their review and approval, before subdivision 

is consented. 

It was a shameful part of the BPDC 

administration that these things were not 

required and property owners were forced to 

litigation to protect their land and property. 

These matters are watched closely in 

Governors Bay so that residents are not trying 

to mitigate damage whilst developments are 

still in progress, -- mitigation which by the 

way, is almost impossible to achieve. 

 

Some of our stream beds have no reserve 

capacity left, being at full flow already in big 

rain falls. There is no ability to handle 

increased flows below the arterial roads 

through Governors Bay. It is our 

understanding CCC has drainage rights in 

only two of these streams. Commuters know 

that heavy rain fall wanders back and forth 

across Dyers Pass Rd about every 200m, 

eventually being directed over the banks to 

erode the land all the way to the shore line at 

Sandy Bay. Sea floor core samples show 

approx 22 million m
3
 of loess has been 

deposited on the sea floor at this end of the 

harbour over the past 100 yrs.  

 

15 years ago we voted a separate Governors 

Bay storm water rate to be struck, to spend on 

mitigating works in our stream beds. We 

managed that work ourselves to good effect, 

but the scale of damage caused by the large 10 

acre subdivisions is beyond these endeavours. 

There are two such schemes in progress now 

and we need engagement with CCC to protect 

our community and the harbour basin.  

 

Note: 

I have signed off this submission under my 

own name because the submission deadline 

was before the GBCA Committee meeting to 

discuss and approve a community submission. 

 

There is an ongoing concern about surface 

water disposal in many Peninsula 

communities. We have a community wide 

involvement that goes back the 25 years that I 

have lived here, and this is an opportunity to 

engage in a forward looking plan, that might 

make a difference to the next generation of 

property owners.

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Environment Canterbury is continuing trim 

the evasive plant pest Old Man‟s Beard in 

Governors Bay.  The regional council is 

working alongside the Governors Bay 

Landcare Group, Governors Bay Community 

Association and Christchurch City Council.  

 

“The combined efforts of the landcare group 

and councils have made slow but steady 

progress over the last three years in tackling 

this smothering, climbing plant pest,” ECAN 

pest committee chair Cr Eugenie Sage said. 

Christchurch City Council is continuing its 

control programme on Sugar Loaf Reserve to 

reduce the area being smothered by the plant 

while Environment Canterbury has helped 

fund Old Man‟s Beard control along the 

foreshore walkway.  

 

“This community project has the potential to 

get Old Man‟s Beard under control along the 

foreshore, but it‟s a long distance relay, not a 

sprint. The more hands that can hold the 

baton, the better,” said Cr Sage.  “Governors 

Bay residents can help by checking for and 

killing any Old Man‟s Beard plants they find 

on their properties or by joining with local 

volunteer groups such as the Governors Bay 

Landcare Group for working bees,” said 

landcare group chair Sally Tripp. “Residents 

can purchase a lower price easy-to-use gel 

herbicide by contacting the Governors Bay 

Community Association,” Mrs Tripp said.

Herbicide Gel for Weed Control 
The Governors Bay Landcare Group has 

herbicide available that is effective on 

environmental weeds common in Governors 

Bay: Old Man's Beard, Sycamore, Barberry, 

Cotoneaster. The herbicide base is glyphosate, 

and is mixed with water, gel and beetroot dye. 

The dye makes it easy to see where the gel has 

been applied. Using a gel to paste a cut stump 

is much safer than using spray. The container 

has a brush top for easy application.  

To use the herbicide, cut the plant off at 

ground level and apply the gel immediately to 

the cut. Please wear gloves and store the gel in 

a safe place. Let us know if you want one of 

our experienced weed controllers to show you 

how it‟s done. 
We suggest a donation to the Governors Bay 

Landcare Group of about $10 for a bottle of 

Herbicide Gel to help cover costs. It is mixed 

and packed by Simon Gurnsey and can be 

obtained from Sally Tripp (3299 752) or Helen 

Chambers (3299 561). 

 

You know it's spring when the bellbirds are 

going nuts in the kowhais.  This must be the 

only urban environment in Christchurch to 

enjoy 10 or more bellbirds laying claim to an 

individual tree.  It's definitely one of the 

things that makes it very special to live here.  

Kereru are still in small numbers but the 

occasional display flight can be seen.  It's a 

climb, stall and a graceful dive that any pilot 

would appreciate.  Presumably the females are 

impressed.  Which means that nesting is not 

far away and that is a time when they are 

particularly vulnerable.  

 

Kereru nest in the residential area  and  if you 

do spot one (they are quite discrete) you may 

like to help fledgling success by protecting the 

tree from possums and rats.  Birdsafe has traps 

for the purpose.

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Well isn‟t it wonderful to feel the difference in 

the length of days, to wake up in the day light 

and drive home from work in the sunshine, 

sometimes at least.  Again we have had a great 

August for sales and new properties coming 

on the market to show off their blossoms in all 

their splendour.   The sales people are busy 

and that keeps everybody else in the office 

busy.  The media, bless them, are even giving 

us some little glimpses of good news, well not 

really that good, it just isn‟t quite as gloomy 

as it has been.  They themselves must have 

been getting sick of hearing with their same 

old dismal reporting.   

 

Governors Bay has been rather quiet on the 

property front over the last 3 months with just 

3 sales reported in the REINZ stats.  It has 

been back to typical Governors Bay market of 

pre-boom days when owners would batten 

down the hatches and sit out the winter.  

Reports report that the property market may 

have reached the bottom of the cycle looking 

at the numbers of sales as evidence of this.  It 

makes me a little concerned at the possible 

impact of this news in the market place if the 

increase in the numbers of sales is confused 

with an increase in values. So far values have 

remained at a similar level in most cases in the 

harbour rather than increase, due to the lack of 

confidence in the general economy and the 

Government‟s ability to ease the situation any 

time soon. But spring is on the way and we all 

feel more positive when the sun is warming 

our backs.  

Real Estate as a career is always hard work 

but if you put in the work you get the results 

and that is extremely satisfying. 

 But every now and then something happens 

which really puts a smile on everyone‟s faces. 

We had a situation recently where we were 

able to present an offer to owners of a 

beautiful home here in the harbour which had 

been on the market for quite some time, at a 

level above the asking price. Everybody felt
