Neighbourhood Support and

Civil Defence
It was a very valuable meeting Sunday 8
November at the Fire Station, attended by
some 35 residents. Presentations were given
by Patrick Creasey of Neighbourhood Support
Canterbury, Debbie Sherriff on local Civil
Defence and Andrew Norris on the role of the
GB Fire Service. It is clear how these issues
are related: a community strengthened by well
organised Neighbourhood Support Groups is
far more resilient in case of a petty crime as
well as of a major civil calamity.

There is occasional short term criminal
activity that visits the Bay and the
Christchurch experience shows that this is
significantly reduced when a community
organises Neighbourhood Support Groups.

The Civil Defence team will set up an
administrative centre at the school in times of
a calamity. It will be in touch with Regional
management and report on the extent of
damage, injury, loss of infrastructure, etc. The
fire station will be an operational centre and
use our local resources and available
manpower to best advantage in the event.

e The Road wi || be
vehicular traffic, by locked barriers. It is
unlikely that the barriers will effectively
stop all motorised traffic.

e There may be some further legal
difficulty attached to allowing access to
some landlocked property and not to
others.

e The formation of an Esplanade Reserve is
an irrevocable process.

e There is a minimum standard of
maintenance for a legal road, and not for
an esplanade reserve.

The CCC has recently begun to apply
resources to the road to stabilize and improve
the condition of the road after its abandonment
by the old Banks Peninsula District Council.
The request for community input about
stopping the road that we have all received in
our mailbox, is an initial inquiry to canvass
support for the proposition.

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A letter from the parents of teenagers and pre-teens

Governors Bay has always been a wonderfully
caring community in which to bring up our
children. One of the great things about living
here is that our children have more freedom
than they would do elsewhere. Teenagers are
part of our community too.

The Lyttelton Harbour Waste Water Scheme

I am prompted to write this from our recent
experience at the jetty and Sandy Bay with the
Christchurch City Council (CCC) pumping
station control cabinet upgrades. It was only
due to |l ocal r e sdwkre
able to intervene at the eleventh hour to get
the cabinets relocated from inappropriate sites.
It was a difficult intervention to make because
we missed an early consultation opportunity,
and there are now parking issues at both sites
that are less than optimal.

Earlier this year there was harbour-wide
consultation run by CCC about various
options for waste water treatment and a short
list of schemes. The process started back in
the days of Banks Peninsula District Council
in response to concerns about their Sewerage
Treatment Plants (STP) and discharge effects
within the harbour waters for an increasing
population base. It was closely related to
treated effluent discharge consents now
coming up for renewal.

The high level outcome of the consultation
was that we would decommission the three
existing sewerage treatment plants and
transport all untreated effluent to the CCC
Brendey plant.gThel cesta forethe thieeashort
listed options were estimated against concept
designs based on a

The solution in GB is based on
decommissioning the present foreshore STP
and reconfiguring the GB waste water system
to make the jetty pump station an enlarged
system focal point. To cater for maintenance

The pumping system would be
connected to a new twin undersea pipeline to
Lyttelton. The budget for the Lyttelton
Harbour-wide scheme is about $35M.

Clearly the concept design creates an
ambience at the jetty area that is unlike
anything that has gone before. The size of the
proposed effluent storage facility is related to
the frequency that spillage is to be tolerated.
Present standards accept one spillage in two
years. The proposed CCC standard accepts
one spillage per six months. Present standards
require a storage facility about the size of a
small house and a smaller storage tank can
only exist by accepting the more frequent
spillage criterion. The storage tank would
continuously vent to local air.

The impact of any of these propositions at the
jetty location is something we should all think

considerable further discussion about the type
of scheme that would find acceptance from the
GB community.
