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Resource Consents for the Governors Bay

wastewater treatment plant

The Christchurch City Council has applied to
Environment Canterbury (ECAN) for resource
consents for storage and discharge of treated
wastewater into the harbour for the Governors
Bay Wastewater Treatment Plant.

The existing consent for the discharge of
treated wastewater from the Governor’s Bay
Plant expires in June this year. The Council
wishes to extent the existing consent until
2022 when it is anticipated that all Lyttelton
Harbour wastewater will be pumped to the
Christchurch Wastewater Treatment Plant.
The Council is proposing more regular
monitoring of harbour water quality over this
period and states that they see this as an
important medium-term solution while the
long-term solution is being constructed.

At the time of the application for the existing
consent (2000) the Council (then Banks
Peninsula District Council) applied for a 35
year consent. A ten year consent was granted
because of concerns raised by a number of
people regarding water quality issues. A
considerable amount of additional information
is now available because of the water quality
monitoring that has been conducted over the
past ten years. It remains unclear as to what
actions can be taken if water quality issues
arise.

Governors Bay.

Are
we all living up to that standard? Besides,
traffic density nowadays is such that
overtaking is unlikely to make any difference
to a journey time overall.

Road safety
GBCA continues to be concerned about road
safety in and around our community. The
issue of safety of school children at drop off
and pick up times around the school has been
discussed several times, and the Governors
Bay School joins us in these concerns. In the
short term we hope that traffic wardens can be
recruited from parents and other volunteers to
improve safety, and in the longer term the
traffic flow and signage around the school
needs to be addressed.
We also share the concerns about safety and
driving behaviour on Dyers Pass Road. Recent
communication with the Roading Supervisor
at CCC revealed that this road from the Sign
of the Kiwi to the Sign of the Takahe will be
resealed in the short term, probably this
month, and then of course the road lines will
be repainted. We would like to see double
yellow lines on the sharp bends of both sides
of the hill. In the longer term, improved
signage, and possibly a separate cycle way
need to be considered.
Increasing traffic through our community
along Governors Bay Road and Main Road is
also a real concern. Traffic speed must be
controlled effectively and safe pedestrian
crossings need to be installed. GBCA is
working on all these issues and we look
forward to report on progress in the near
future.

During a disaster you may have to be self
sufficient for up to 3 days. Be prepared for
disasters and have an emergency survival Kit.
The kit is a collection of basic items that
members of your household are likely to need
in the event of a disaster. The kit should be
stored in a portable container(s) near an entry
or exit point to your home. The following
items should be included in your kit: food,
water (3 litres per person per day), portable
battery powered radio, torch, batteries, first
aid kit, medications, cash and coins, copies of
personal identification, extra set of car keys
and house keys, matches, items for infants,
cups, plates, utensils, can opener, portable
cooker, pot, spare spectacles, bleach, clothing,
toilet paper, blankets, shovel, detergent,
bucket, toiletries, plastic bags, entertainment
(pack of cards, books, etc.) scissors, duct tape
and a tarpaulin.

It maybe a bit late to say Happy New Year
now that the first month of 2010 is done and
dusted but the year is off to a good start
property-wise. Interest in bay property has
been brisk following a lack lustre performance
through the latter months of 2009. Prospective
buyers have been local, foreigners or ‘ex-pats’
home for the holiday season.

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Sage Reserve

Spur Valerian,
pretty, but a serious
weed in New Zealand
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Sage Reserve Restoration

Tucked away on the foreshore track near
Church Lane is a small 15 hectare
Department of Conservation (DOC) Reserve
called Sage Reserve. Originally granted by
Constance Sage, the Reserve has some fine
stands of kanuka, regenerating bush and some
interesting smaller plants including orchids
and necklace fern. Unfortunately it also has a
good proportion of weeds including broom
and rank grass, which hinder the natural
regeneration process. The Reserve has not had
much attention in recent years and the tracks
are overgrown.

The GBCA has adopted a proposal from the
community to help restore this reserve. The
long term goal is to fully restore Sage Reserve
as a native reserve. By doing so, we will
confirm and reinforce the community’s

engagement with our natural world, provide
an educational opportunity for local school
children and provide an improved habitat for
native flora and fauna.

Recently the GBCA applied for, and was
granted funding from DOC to undertake a first
stage restoration project on the reserve. The
intent is that DOC supply funding for
purchases and the local community provides
volunteer input. The local school is interested
in making a project of it and local residents
are welcome to join in the programme. Work
will be commencing soon with track clearing,
weed control and preparation for planting this
winter. Anyone interested in getting involved
is welcome to join in.

Weed Watch

Old Man's Beard is flowering now. It is a very
invasive weed, so if you have it in your
garden, please remove it to show your support
for getting it out of Governors Bay. It is easy
to treat, cut it at the base and paste with
herbicide gel. Hang the vine up so it doesn't
touch the ground where it would re-root. If
you need help let me know. The Governors
Bay Landcare Group has mixed herbicide gel
available if you need some, a donation of $10
is appreciated to cover costs.

Di Carter our Port Hills Ranger has advised
me that Spur Valerian, a very serious weed, is
overtaking plants in the rocky outcrops around

the hills and she is keen to see it removed. It is
an attractive perennial plant having blue green
leaves and red, pink or white flowers. It used
to grow thickly along Dyers Pass Road until a
major control programme got underway. It is
still popping up, and is common around
Governors Bay along the roadsides and even
in gardens. It can be removed in the same way
as Old Man's Beard as it has a strong tap root.
